NATURE S IDE MONTHLY COMPETITIONS

Essex Photo is one of the very few clubs holding a nature slide competition on a monthly
basis. As aresult, we have more than our share of outstanding nature photographers and
make an effort to get judges qualified to judge nature work. This month and next (Oct 19"
and Nov. 16™), two of the best, Marie Kane of the Ridgewood Camera Club, and Paul
Boyer of the Morris Color Photo Club, will be returning here to offer their critiques.

For newcomers, it is worth noting that nature photos are generally judged on the basis of
the nature story being told rather than on pictorial elements alone. Furthermore, the nature
field excludes photographs giving evidence of human intervention (THE HAND OF MAN
principal), or human presence (a fence, telephone pole or bicycle, for instance). Thus
pictures of cultivated flowers, tulips, marigolds, domestic animals, parkland scenics, and
the like may not be entered as nature subjects. Also forbidden are photographs that have
been manipulated digitally or in some other fashion. Those in doubt about a picture’s
authenticity as nature should get an opinion from a knowledgeable member or enter the
photograph in the pictorial category.

Please give me advice about taking Fall Foliage Photos?

Yes, as much as | hate to say it, autumn landscapes can become boring just like
anything else if used too much. | bring up this point because many times amateurs
go out looking for those big vistas, the miles and miles of nothing but colored
leaves. Those kinds of pictures are nice in moderation; they seem like very pretty
scenes and they are, but they make for boring photos if overdone.

When taking fall foliage photos, don® overlook the obvious such as a brook with
fallen leaves floating in it. How about a pumpkin patch or
pumpkins piled up for sale with leaves scattered all
around? Try to catch some kids raking leaves or playing in
huge piles someone else has raked. Use your imagination,
and don®limit yourself to just those photos of grand
vistas. Find a poplar tree with its golden leaves attached;
go to the base of the tree and shoot up--with a nice blue
sky as a background you will end up with something very nice.

Be imaginative and creative and try to look at all prospective subjects from every
conceivable angle. Try to photograph things from an angle or vantage point
different from the way we normally view it. For example, when was the last time
you laid down on your belly and looked up a brook? Probably not for a long time if
ever! Try it; the results are astonishing. That is what makes for interesting and
prize-winning photos.

Extra tip:

Don't stop shooting if the wind starts to blow. Leaves blown through the scene
can help tell the story. We confess that we've even set up shots where leaves

were tossed into the air by an assistant outside the frame.

Find a river swollen by days of rain. Take a photo with a flash on the camera
and a slow shutter speed. The slow shutter will give the stream a pleasant
"angel-hair" effect and overall illumination, while the flash will light the
branches of the trees in the foreground, giving the photo a feeling of
sharpness that doesn't really exist.
